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Lee County Facts

. Average household exceeds $76,000
. Business licenses in Lee County increased from 680 issued in 2004 to over 1,200 in 2006

. There are presently over 1,850 lots approved for residential development in 25 different

subdivisions, 10 subdivisions of which have yet to begin construction

. All of Lee County schools are National Schools of Excellence continuously being recognized
around the state and nation with outstanding accomplishments in education

® Expansion of infrastructure to include water and sewer are now in place, under construction, or in

the development stages for the commercial corridors in south Lee County

. Oakland Meadows Business Park has 4 distribution companies and 1 manufacturer which have
located within its boundaries during the last 5 years with 3 new distribution companies presently

considering investing in this premier south Georgia industrial facility

. Active aggressive Chamber of Commerce which has grown its membership within the last 3 years
from just over 200 to 550

. 2006 saw the Lee County Chamber host 21 ribbon cuttings, 6 business after hours, 1 ground

breaking, and ten formal events where networking opportunities abounded
. North Lee County remains quite rural with the agricultural industry reining with timber as the
number one product, row cropping remaining active, and ever growing equestrian and livestock

industry
